They must
also complete at least 20
documented hours of
volunteer service.

Volunteer Hours Form signed by
designated supervisor outlining a
minimum of 20 volunteer hours. 

Signed Character Contract at the
end of the submission form, signed
by both candidate and candidate's
parent/guardian. 

Submission form with sections to
record involvement at Salina
Central, the community, or Saline
County, outlining Character,
Leadership, and Service. All
sections must be complete to be
considered. 

Once selected, students will pay member dues of
$20. If a candidate is unable to pay, scholarships will
be available. NO candidate will be denied
membership for inability to pay.
